However, if one wishes to avoid the hustle and bustle of the capital, there is the Harrow Campus waiting to welcome the visitor. Surrounded by green open fields, it is only 20 minutes away by tube to Baker Street and Regent‘s Park. CAVENDISH CAMPUS

Standing in the shadow of the BT Tower and just a short walk away from Fitzrovia, a trendy “village” district of London full of street cafés, garden squares and smart town houses – once the home of some of the most famous Bloomsbury writers – the Cavendish Campus is an attractive modern building, combining interesting glass and steel features. Harrow Sports Hall 

The Harrow Sports Hall complex includes a gym and a sports hall (35m x 18m) which can accommodate badminton, basketball, netball, volleyball, handball, 5-a-side football, table tennis the space can be divided to accommodate a variety of activities at any one time  and also incorporates cricket nets. Structured sessions include and a variety of fitness/martial arts classes.

The Regent Campus gym was fully redeveloped in 2007 and provides a state of the art health and fitness facility with a 45 station gym, extensive free weights area and 2 studios with sprung floors where an extensive rage of classes and activities are provided.
